“‘Nude descending a swimming pool’ started out being just another water painting in a series that was inspired by a late afternoon visit to Buffelsdrift.  But as it always happens, the painting very soon dictated a life of its own. The movement gradually suggested reflections of shapes suggesting the female form. After completion, I at the spur of the moment, decided to name it ‘Nude descending a swimming pool’ as a humorous reminder of Marcel Duchamp's Dadaist painting of ‘Nude descending a Staircase’.

Ruby was my favourite model at art school in the 60’s.  ‘Ruby’ was done in 1985, inspired by one of my drawings in pencil as a tribute to Ruby. I often wonder what has happened to her. A modeling career does not last very long. With my drawings and paintings I was always struck by the vulnerability of the nude figure and that was what I have tried to capture in this painting.

‘Madonna of the Klein Karoo’ . . . the Madonna theme started in 2000 when I created sculptures and stepping stones at Johnson’s Bricks. These were done through direct carving into clay and later on continue the images with paper pulp impressions as pure graphic items or using them as collage into some of my landscape paintings.”   - Thijs

"I lost my mother at an early age, and since I became a mother, I feel that loss intensely. I couldn't ask her for advice so I turned to early pictures about the mother and child in search of understanding . . . and so this body of work (the pattern paper series of the mother and child) was born.

Through the ages the Madonna and child were depicted as being so serene. It looks so easy as if the baby Jesus doesn't suffer from nappy rash or teething problems. Through these Madonna’s I try to understand, at an elemental level, the meaning of motherhood and childhood. Could motherhood be so easy? Even in fairy tales they all live happily ever after.

Right from the beginning we are attached.  We are attached to this world with an umbilical cord. Our first bond we form as humans are with our mothers. All of us were infants at some stage and we all had mothers. Every psyche has been affected by this fact. Abstract and female nudes, are Francois Tiran’s interest and style. Ideas come from a photo, an old drawing, work from models, memories.

Through the use of pastel and pencil, the female shape is manipulated, to create perfection. Different parts of her are exaggerated, to depict emotion, to make her more expressive. Generous hips, strong thighs, elongated arms.

Often using the same position but exaggerating different parts to create varying moods. One painting is a mirror image of the other, the use of the same posture with different colours producing different feelings.

Francois concentrates on the torso, preferring to detail parts of the figure, creating women that are ageless, timeless.
